Hopewell Church was designed by Bruce Goff, one of Oklahoma’s most significant architects, and constructed using volunteer labor from the church congregation in the 1950s.  Due to deterioration, this architectural icon has sat empty for over a decade and is in serious need of repair.

The Community Challenge allows for communities to nominate and then vote for places that matter most to them.  The site to receive the most ‘votes’ will win $25,000 for preservation efforts.
